I.  Introduction (Heading 1)
All manuscripts must be written in English. These guidelines provide the complete details of the fonts, spacing, headings, figures, tables and references for preparing your manuscripts. 
This template provides the formatting specifications for preparing electronic versions of their articles. The template is provided to prepare the manuscripts so that all manuscripts should be on same standardized format instead of different versions. Everything such as spacing, margins, column width, numbering, headings, figures & tables should not be on some other format except mentioned here. All the manuscripts which are not on the prescribed format might not be accepted. The final acceptance requires that manuscripts should be on the given format. 
II. Fonts and Style 
Times Roman or Times New Roman font style should be used. Do not use bit-mapped fonts or other than available in MS word. Font size is 10 and line spacing is multiple at 0.95. First line of each paragraph should be 0.2” indented.  
III. section Headings
A. Paper Size and Columns (Heading 2)

Use A4 (8.27” * 11.69”) sized paper. Use moderate margins for A4 sized paper as top & Bottom margins should be  1”, and left & right margins: 0.75”. Set two columns with 3.38” width each and 0.25” spacing. 
B. Maintaining the Integrity

All font styles, margins, column widths, spacing are described here. You are required to follow them without any modifications. The journal requires all manuscripts on the same look and feel. 
IV. formatting elements
Complete the manuscript; perform proof reading to make corrections on spelling and grammatical mistakes. Do not add page numbers or any header and footers in the paper. Follow the coming sections to format other elements of your paper. 
A. Defining Abbreviations and Acronyms 
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Standard abbreviations such as IEEE, ISO, USA do not have to be defined in the text. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable.

B. Units to be Used
· Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units but preferably use SI units.  English units may be used as secondary units (in parentheses). 

· To avoid confusion and imbalance equations or formulas, do not combine both SI and CGS units. If you are required to combine them, then explicitly mention it.

· Use a zero before decimal points such as “0.94”.
C. Equations Notes
The equations can be typed using either only the Times New Roman or the Symbol font. It is recommended that insert the equations in graphics format into the text.

Equations should be numbered consecutively. Equation numbers should be within parentheses and positioned to the right as in (1).

Equation should be centered aligned. Write the equation immediately before or after the text where it is referred or discussed. To refer the equations within text only use “(1)” except at the beginning of a sentence as “Equation (1) says . . .”

V. authors and affiliations
Follow the pattern as described at the top of this paper. Do not repeat the names and affiliations. Use the same format as used for authors above. Further instructions are given here.
A. Format and Style

1) Author(s) of one affiliation (Heading 3): To change the default, adjust the template as follows.
a) Centralized and single column (Heading 4): All names and affiliations should be centralizedusing one column.
2) For author(s) of different affiliations: Follow the set of rules as dewcribed:.
a) Numbering: Assign numbers as superscript (Akbar1) to differentiate different affiliations. See the title of this page for reference. 
b) Adress: Affiliations and their city & country names should appear in one or not more than two lines.
VI. Figures and Tables

A. Positioning: Place figures and tables at the top and bottom of the columns, not in the middle. Large figures and tables may span across both columns of the page. Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should be above the tables. Make sure to insert the figures and tables after they are referred in the text. Format for both figures and tables is as follows:
